K2 has been enhanced to include an advanced search for 'Invoice (Accounts Payable)'
records which displays in the form of an additional search button alongside the
existing search. The 'Invoice (Accounts Payable)' advanced search allows users to
further refine their search based on the 'Number', 'Contractor’, 'Authorised’, 'Gross
Amount', 'Invoice Date' and 'Posted Date'. Unlike with the advanced search for 'Site’,
it is not possible to search for 'Include Archived' or 'Archived Only' as there is no
feature to archive an invoice in K2. Please note: The advanced search will only return
up to a maximum of 100 records. If there are more than 100 records found, only the
top 100 records will be returned and it is recommended to refine the search further
to reduce the count and find the record more accurately.
