K2 has been enhanced to include an advanced search. This will display in the form of
an additional search button alongside the existing search. When a record type is
selected and the icon is greyed out, this means the advanced search has not yet been
implemented. When the icon is enabled, it indicates the advanced search can now be
used. The advanced search in K2 will open a new dialog, allowing further refinement
on search results based on searchable fields. This will allow users to refine their
criteria against different fields available for the selected record type to return up to a
maximum of 100 records. If there are more than 100 records found, only the top 100
records will be returned and it is recommended to refine the search further to reduce
the count. Please note: This has only been implemented for 'Site' records. Other
record types will be added at a later date.
